· Provisional ballots now in question due to conflicting CO laws vs. Federal laws (see Monday’s Denver Post cover story).

· Sept 30 Rule Changes by Sec of State may alter ID requirements, access to provisional ballots (see Secretary of State’s website on Election Rules)

· Absentee ballots are still paper ballots, only optically scanned (except in Denver County, where they are opened and announced by judges to be entered into Sequoia DRE)

· CFVI’s Safe Voting Recommendations

3. Protesting Secretary of State Election Rules

· Process: written comments submitted to office prior to Sept. 30th 

· Oral Arguments Sept. 30th hearing

· Focus on Lack of Appeals Process, Circumvention of federal intent of HAVA Complaint process

· Possible to halt implementation through legal means?

4. Obtaining County Election Official Compliance with Paper Ballots

· Working with Jared Polis to Legitimize His Offer (Written offer on letterhead, notarized, in terms able to be utilized by counties).  Double check our numbers (get cost estimate from printers who handle those counties ballot printing needs).

· Working with County officials to discover appropriate wording/format of offer (approach county treasurers in affected counties) “What would it take to get you to accept this?”

· Approaching county election officials on ability to implement such an offer (if accepted, is there a need for performance pledge to publicize and offer paper as choice in polling places?  Will they add this to their training of poll workers?  Is this an alternative or a substitution for DRE’s?)

· If other objections raised (how do we count these? We don’t have enough optical scanners, etc.) or offer is declined, we continue dialogue and recruit hand count volunteers and stage press conference with all hand counters present to show scope of volunteers willing to participate, ask county clerks “Now will you accept the will of the people?”

· If Secretary of State is cast as the reason to oppose this offer, we make this part of a press conference to tell the media that Donetta Davidson’s narrow or biased interpretation of Colorado law is interfering with the will of the people.
