The Boulder County Democratic Party agrees with CVV desire to make sure our new voting machines have a verifiable paper trail. We favor a system that allows each voter to physically mark his or her own ballot and know that that ballot will be counted.   This is a position shared by our elected officials as well.  The County Commissioners share this concern and made it clear to County Clerk and Recorder, Linda Salas, that any system chosen must have a paper trail and not just a computer record.

We also support County Clerk Linda Salas efforts to have our new voting machine in place by the 2004 election.  Our current machine is out dated and we experienced problems with it in the 2000 election.  In addition,  company that made the machine no longer exists and no other company carries the parts or can service our machine

Making sure that every votes counts and is counted correctly is crucial to democracy.  That is something we can all agree on regardless of which candidate receives our vote.
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
